Tournament Rules:

· Games will consist of (2) 18 Minutes halves. Clock will run for the first 16 minutes of each half. Clock will stop on all dead ball situations during the final 2 minutes of each half. If overtime is needed, a 3 minutes overtime period will be played. 

· 2 time outs per half with no carryovers. 1 time out for each overtime played. 

· Man to man defense only. Pressing will be allowed in the last two minutes of each half. Once a team gets a 15 point lead they will not be allowed to press. 
· Halftime will be 5 minutes. This may be reduced to keep on schedule.

· Technical foul shots will not be attempted. 2 points and the ball will be awarded to the offended team. 

· Overtime will be 3 minutes with a running clock for the first two minutes of overtime. One timeout per overtime allowed. If additional overtimes are required to determine the winner they will consist of one minute periods. Clock will stop on dead ball situations. Each team will get one timeout per overtime period. 

· Any technical foul resulting from poor sportsmanship may result in immediate player, coach or spectator removal from the tournament.

· No rosters changes are allowed after the start of your first game. 

· Teams must report their lineups to the scores table for each game. 
· All game results and decisions of the tournament organizing committee are final. There are no protests. 

· Teams must supply their own warm up balls and medical supplies. 

· Admission will be charged for everyone except players and two coaches per team. Concessions will be available. No carry-ins will be allowed. 

Format:

· Teams will be placed in three pools consisting of four teams. Each team will play all teams in the pool to determine a ranking of the pool. Then the top four, middle four and bottom four teams in each grade will be placed into a bracket to play for a championship of that bracket. There is five game guarantee per team. 

· Ranking of pools will be determined by record first, head to head play second, least points allowed in the 1st half of each game third. If there still is a tie then a coin flip between teams will determine final ranking.
